Members of the MCC Foundation Board of Directors met on April 8, 2015 at 11:30 a.m. in the
Board room. Present were Jean Abbott, Chad Bledsoe, Claudia Bulthuis, Sherrill Bumgarner,
Katie Dunlap, Lynne Hancock, Anna Hollers, Jeanette McBride, Gary McRae, Sandra Miller,
Brenda Ritter, Gay Roatch, Lynne Russell, Richard Cabadas, Kevin Smith, and Korrie Ervin.

Mr. Bumgarner called the meeting to order.
Mr. Bumgarner welcomed Dr. Chad Bledsoe.

Ms. Roatch noted that there was one change to the agenda, the Finance Committee Chair is now
Anna Hollers. Mrs. Miller made a motion, seconded by Mrs. Ritter, to approve the April 8, 2015
Board agenda with revisions. The motion carried.

Mrs. Ritter made a motion, seconded by Mr. McRae to approve the minutes of the January 14,
2015 meeting. The motion carried.

Mrs. McBride presented the Treasurers reports. Appendix B includes the fund statements, STIF
balances and Endowed Fund balances. The Fund Statement, show a loss in the overall account
balances for March. She noted that this is partly due to scholarship disbursements in March.

Mrs. Bride presented Appendix C, the donation reports for February and March. She noted that
there were no donations received in January.

Mrs. McBride presented Appendix D, a report on the progress of the Career and College Promise
program. She reported that the growth in this program relates to the constant need for book
purchases. Due to the need for the purchase of new books it has been difficult to build a reserve
for these books. Instructors are working on using older versions of books to help with this
expense.

Mrs. Hancock reported that many times the new editions of textbooks have minor changes from
previous editions.

Ms. Roatch reported as the college begins more pathways for the CCP program the cost of books
will continue to increase.

Mrs. Bulthuis reported that the Foundation has contributed a total of $31,257 to the CCP book
program. She expressed her appreciation for this information.

Mrs. Hollers made a motion, seconded by Mrs. Miller, to approve the third quarter donation
reports and fund statements. The motion carried.
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Mrs. Hollers reported that the Finance Committee met earlier today. She presented a revised
Appendix E showing the estimated scholarship liability. She reported that the committee agreed
to fund each scholarship recipient with tuition and $250 for books. She made a motion to
approve the 2015-2016 scholarship liability at $149,120. Coming from committee, this required
no second. The motion carried.

Ms. Roatch presented Appendix F, the 2014-2015 Operating Budget. Overall we are well within
the planned budget. There are funds available from the donor appreciation event that can be
repurposed. There were some unexpected items in the miscellaneous fund that caused that line
item to be over expended.

Ms. Roatch presented Appendix G, the 2015-2016 Proposed Operating Budget. She reported on
the changes in the budget from the previous year. Dr. Dunlap made a motion, seconded by Mr.
Smith, to approve the 2015-2016 Proposed Operating Budget. The motion carried.

Ms. Roatch presented Appendix H, the mini grant request for the MCC Open House. Mrs.
Abbott made a motion, seconded by Mr. McRae, to approve the mini-grant for the Open House.
The motion carried.

Ms. Roatch presented Appendix I, an update on the Alumni Program. She reported that she has
started an alumni database using student data for the past four years. Alumni Sync is a company
that will verify student records to make contact those alumni. Many program heads have been
active in keeping an alumni program for their department. There will be an alumni tent at the
open house. Mrs. Miller made a motion, seconded by Mrs. Russell, to approve the quote from
Alumni Sync. Mrs. Bulthuis questioned the Linked In connection with alumni. Ms. Roatch
reported that Alumni Sync will include a connection with Linked in. The motion carried.

Ms. Roatch presented Appendix J, the lapel pin quotes. She will be purchasing these pins to
arrive before the open house.

Ms. Roatch presented Appendix K, the occupational scholarships.
Ms. Roatch presented Appendix L, a report on the MLK Day On Challenge.

Mr. McRae, Chairman, called the meeting to order.

Mrs. Hollers made a motion, seconded by Dr. Bledsoe, to approve the agenda for the April 8,
2015 meeting. The motion carried.

Mrs. Hollers made a motion, seconded by Mrs. McBride, to approve the minutes from the
January 14, 2015 meeting. The motion carried.

Mr. McRae reported that he has a conflict of interest serving as Chairman of the Finance
Committee. He reported that he currently also serves on the Board of Fidelity Bank.

Mrs. Hollers volunteered to serve as Chairman of the Finance Committee.

Mrs. Hollers presented Appendix B, the third reading of the Investment Policy. Mrs. Hollers
requested a copy of the document showing all changes that have been made so far. The policy
will not be presented to the full Board today.

Ms. Roatch presented recommended changes to the policy. It was recommended to request the
investment company to make a presentation on the status of the investment account in January
and August each year.

Ms. Roatch presented a proposed charter for the finance committee. She developed this charter
from a sample received from another community college. Ms. Roatch will email Mr. Slaton,
investment advisor with Trust Company of North Carolina, a draft of the charter and ask for
additional guidance.

Ms. Roatch reported that other colleges do a comparison of the benchmark at the 3, 5 and 10 year
mark. The committee expressed the need to establish a benchmark with a similar investment
strategy at the Foundation investments.

Mrs. Hollers asked that Mr. Slaton keep the committee aware of any investment changes.

Mrs. Hollers presented Appendix C, the scholarship liability calculations. Ms. Roatch reported
that there are remaining funds from previous years could be used to support the 2015-2016
scholarship liability.

The committee questioned the success rates of the Montgomery Scholars scholarship recipients.
Ms. Roatch will begin collecting this data.
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Following discussion, it was suggested to award full tuition scholarships and $250 to assist with
books.

Mr. McRae made a motion, seconded by Mr. Smith, to approve the total scholarship liability at
$149, 120, using $78,000 from previous year’s unused funds. The motion carried.

It was the request of the committee that Montgomery Scholars students receive scholarship
priority over traditional students.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned.

The budget for MCC Foundation operations and events was approved for $38,300 at the April 2014
quarterly meeting for the 2014/2015 fiscal year. The Occupational Scholarships for $10,000 and the College
and Career Promise (CCP) Books for $5,000 were approved again for the 2014/2015 fiscal year making the
total budget $53,300. Total spent, including Occupational Scholarships and CCP Books, was $47,214.93
leaving $6,085.07 of unspent budgeted funds. This amount, along with residual revenues from our
fundraising activities, leaves our First Bank operating balance as of June 30, 2015 at $19,649.32. Please see
the following summary of our expenses and events.

Montgomery Bandstand Dinner and Raffle

Union. The Mt. Gilead VFW honored
our vets with a gun salute and Sarah
Haywood sang a spectacular Star
Spangled Banner. There was cake
and refreshments to enjoy after the
ceremony at a cost of $61.92.

This year Sue Jarvis performed her adaptation of Truman Capote’s “A
Christmas Memory” for the First Bank Funanciers Winter Social Luncheon on
December 4™, The event was held at the Garner Center for a crowd of around
150. Ms. Jarvis did an outstanding job and received a standing applause. This
event only cost $100.00 for travel expenses.

This is a new budget item for the Foundation
this year. $700 was budgeted for the
Diversity Team to conduct events on campus
promoting diversity. On November 5" we
hosted Diversity Celebration Day. Students
from our high schools were here to enjoy

tastes around the world and the Ballet
Folklorico dancers. In April at MCC’s Spring Fling there was a booth for
students to play “Are you smarter than a 5" grader?” and learn about diversity. In total the team spent
$599.50.

Awards Ceremony

At the Awards Ceremony August 11" sixty-eight students
received scholarship awards. We budgeted $800.00 but only
spent $299.38.
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Donor Appreciation —

Due to poor attendance at our last couple Donor Appreciation Events, and potential the tax implication for
our donors, we did not conduct a formal event this year. An assembly of Board members and MCC Staff
went to personally present these prestigious awards. Mr. and Mrs. Earle Connelly were recognized as the
Humanitarians of the Year and Billy Maness and Republic Services as our Fundraiser of the Year. Total
expenses came to a mere $236.47.

There was $3,000 budgeted for this event, leaving a balance of $2,763.53. We used $540 to purchase lapel
pins and $219.30 for Alumni Sync to provide contact information for four years of MCC graduates. This is
the first step to developing a MCC Alumni Program. Pins were given out at the open house and information
on those graduate collected. Pins will be sent to our 2015 graduates at the end of summer session once
Student Services confirms those graduates have completed all requirements. The graduates verified by
Alumni Sync will be the next students to receive pins.

Donor Walls

We purchased two new plaques for the outside Endowment
Donor wall at a cost of $55.82, four new plates for the

Humanitarian and Fundraiser of the Year plagues at a cost of

$316.06, updated the Patrons Plague at a cost of $49.99 and

added five new names to the Cumulative Giving plague at a
cost of $507.40 for a total expense of $929.27. The good news is
we had more donors to be recognized, the bad news is we went $229.27 over our budget of $700.00.

Annual Fund Drive

We provided employees with a kick off of lunch on February 3™ at a cost of $640. We decided the rest of
the year AFD efforts would be more useful by promoting Meet the President events. Our first off campus
event will be July 20" with the Star Heritage Committee.
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Miscellaneous and contingency

Funds in this category were budgeted at $1,000.00 with $1,765.98 spent, putting us over budget by
$765.98. Lunch for our board meetings cost only $593.00. We sponsored a team for the Troy Rotary golf
tournament for $300, Christmas Cards cost $505.55, and gifts for departing board members were $198.70
with the remaining for $168.73 for advertising.

Baby Scholarship

Remington Avery Winfree, born September 7, 2014 is our Baby Scholarship award
winner. Natalie Winfree is the Counselor here at MCC and went into labor a bit
earlier than her due date to be the first baby in our area born on September 7.

Insurance

Foundation expenses for Directors and Officers Liability Insurance and Crime Coverage Insurance have
remained consistent at $1,343.

MLK Give Back

This is the first year the Foundation budgeted $1,000
for this event. Over 100 volunteers showed up for
work on January 19 at Montgomery Community
College (MCC). Even though the college was closed
for the MLK Jr. Holiday, MCC students and staff,
Montgomery County high school students, Boy
Scouts, 4-H members, Communities in Schools, and
Eckerd Youth turned out for the 5th Annual MLK Jr.
“Day On Challenge.”

“The turnout was amazing,” said Amy Frieary. “We
served somewhere between 300 to 400 hot meals and 229 families received boxes or bags full of food to
take home. “Other projects that volunteers undertook included food drives, cutting firewood, visiting with
nursing home residents, preparing the new animal shelter for opening, and working on a Star Heritage
project cleaning up the old jailhouse.”

3 an During his first week on the job with the NC Wildlife Resource Commission, Danny Faulk
S worked on a boat on Badin Lake changing out buoys.

“The temperature was in the low 80s, there was a light breeze . . . | was just waiting to
wake up from the dream,” Danny said.

Danny Faulk graduated from Montgomery Community College’s Forest Management
Technology program in May 2014. He is now a conservation technician at the Hydro
Depotin Norwood, but working for NC Wildlife had only been a dream for many years.

Danny worked construction most of his life. Right out of high school he began working
residential construction, then moved to manufactured housing and stayed there for 16
years. After that, he began custom cabinet making for another ten years. He finally
decided it was time to finish his schooling and do something that he really enjoyed.
That's when he enrolled in the Forest Management program at MCC.

“The Forest Service was always a goal for me,” said Danny. “MCC'’s forestry program

teaches everything that's relevant to getting a job in forestry.”

After graduating, Danny worked a temporary contract as a seasonal ranger assistant. Finally in March, the Wildlife position
opened up.

“I'had 90% of what they asked for in the job description including boat access maintenance, GIS, prescribed burning, and the
education,” Danny said. He had plenty of competition as there were over 200 applicants for the position. Only seven were

interviewed and Danny’s associate degree was one of the reasons he was interviewed.

“They told me that no matter what kind of experience you have, if you don’t have a degree, they won’t even talk to you,” Danny
said. “The forestry program helped prepare me with everything that was required and relevant to my getting a job,” Danny said,
“and both of the forestry instructors were awesome.”

Danny was MCC'’s 2014 Excellence in Forestry recipient, and his instructors agreed that he could do any job he took on.

“Danny was the dream student every instructor hopes for — hardworking, persistent, and dedicated,” said Mike Thompson, senior
forestry instructor. “He is a true American success story which should be told as an example for others to follow.”
