Present were Jean Abbott, Chad Bledsoe, Claudia Bulthuis, Katherine Dunlap,
Lynn Epps, Lynne Hancock, Anna Hollers, Bill Hudson, Earl Leake, Jeanette McBride, Gary
McRae, Sandra Miller, Kevin Smith, and Korrie Ervin.

Mr. Smith called the meeting to order.
Dr. Bledsoe introduced Lynn Epps, Director of Resource Development.

Dr. Dunlap made a motion, seconded by Mrs. Miller, to approve the agenda for the May 11,
2016 meeting. The motion carried.

Mr. Smith welcomed all in attendance.

Mr. Smith presented Appendix A, minutes from the February 10, 2016 Foundation Board
Meeting; Appendix B, minutes from the March 2016 email Nominating Committee; Appendix C,
March 2016 email Finance Committee Meeting. Mrs. Miller made a motion, seconded by Mrs.
Hancock, to approve the minutes with a revision to include Mrs. Hancock in attendance via
telephone at the February 10, 2016 Foundation Board Meeting. The motion carried.

Mrs. Bulthuis reported from the Nominating Committee met via email and approved the
recommendation of officers for 2016-2017. Mrs. Bulthuis reported that the Nominating
Committee approved, and she made a motion, that the officers for 2016-2017 be Kevin Smith,
President; Sandra Miller, Vice President; Jeanette McBride, Treasurer and Dr. Chad Bledsoe,
Secretary. Coming from committee this required no second. The motion carried.

Mrs. Bulthuis reported that the Nominating Committee considered the reappointment of two
members. The Nominating Committee approved, and Mrs. Bulthuis made a motion to approve
Jean Abbott be reappointed for a one year term and Richard Cabadas for a three year term.
Coming from committee, this required no second. The motion carried.

Mrs. Bulthuis reported that the Nominating Committee considered the appointment of a new
member. The Nominating Committee approved, and Mrs. Bulthuis made a motion to approve
Jane Van Sinderen as a new member for a three year term to the Foundation Board of Directors.
Coming from committee, this required no second. The motion carried.

Mrs. Bulthuis reported that Sherrill Bumgarner has moved and has submitted his resignation
from the Foundation Board of Directors.

Mrs. Bulthuis presented Appendix D, the Rotation and Terms Schedule of the Foundation Board
of Directors.
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Mrs. Hollers presented Appendix E, the Last Quarter Performance Report from the Trust
Company of North Carolina. She noted that following the previous meeting there was a change
to the Foundation Investments to include an allocation to JP Morgan. The JP Morgan funds have
outperformed their benchmarks.

Mrs. Hollers presented Appendix F, the Finance Committee Charter. She noted that at the last
meeting the Charter was revised to include any change to investment managers be a
recommendation by the Finance Committee to the full Board for action. She recommended an
additional change to item number five of the charter to have the Finance Committee meeting
quarterly with the investment advisor. The Finance Committee approved, and Mrs. Hollers
made a motion to approve the Finance Committee Charter with the recommended changes.
Coming from committee, this required no second. The motion carried.

Mrs. Hollers presented Appendix G, the gift acceptance policy for first reading. She noted that
this policy has been approved by the Finance Committee. Mr. Leake suggested “specific gifts”
be changed to “all gifts” in the third paragraph. This change will be reflected at the second
reading.

Mrs. McBride presented Appendix H-1, the Funds Report for the period ending March 31, 2016
and a report for April, ending April 30, 2016. Over the past two months there has been a gradual
recovery to the investment funds.

Mrs. McBride presented Appendix H-2, the account balances for the endowed accounts
Mrs. McBride presented Appendix H-3, the account balances for the STIF funds.

Mrs. McBride presented Appendix I, the donation reports for January, February, and March
2016.

Mrs. Hollers made a motion, seconded by Mr. Leake, to approve the third quarter fund statement
and donation reports. The motion carried.

Mrs. Hollers presented Appendix J, an update for the College and Career Promise Books. She
reported that enrollment was slightly down from last Spring. There will be funds contributed by
Montgomery County Schools for the Spring semester. New books will need to be purchased for
the Fall 2016 semester.

Mrs. Epps presented Appendix K, the budget review for January through March, 2016.

Mrs. Epps presented Appendix L, the proposed 2016-2017 budget. Mrs. Miller made a motion,
seconded by Dr. Dunlap, to approve the 2016-2017 proposed budget. The motion carried.

Mrs. Epps presented Appendix M, the Occupational Scholarships. She noted that there have been
68 scholarships awarded in the program. Dr. Bledsoe explained that these funds pay for a tuition
or partial tuition for Continuing Education Occupational courses.

Mrs. Epps presented Appendix N, an update from the Diversity Day.

Mrs. Epps presented Appendix O, an overview of the Earle A. Connelly Invitational Golf
Tournament. Mrs. Epps noted that there was some other fundraisers at the same time. Dr.
Bledsoe commended Mrs. Epps and Mrs. Ervin for the success of the event. Mrs. Epps asked the
Board to consider avoiding being so close to the deadline for taxes for next years tournament.

Mrs. Epps presented Appendix P, Summer Camp programs. The college will host four summer
programs for middle school age students. The camps will include a drone pilot camp, pottery
camp, Makey-Makey-Do It Yourself Technology camp, and Camp Start-Up. Funds from the
county will help with cost to keep registration costs down.

Mrs. Epps presented Appendix Q, the 2016 calendar of events. She noted that the Awards
Ceremony will be August 8 and the next Board meeting will be August 10.

Mrs. Abbott presented Appendix R, the Annual Fund Drive report. She noted that the first
quarter funds are less than normal. Two new scholarships are being worked on, a named
scholarship in memory of Donnie Lee Little, Jr., with hopes to grow to an endowed; and an
endowed scholarship for $25,000 in memory of James Eugene Samsel.

Dr. Bledsoe reported that since the last meeting the college has hired Lynn Epps, and still in the
search process for VP of Instruction, the NC Community College System has hired a new
President, Dr. Jimmy Williamson. The college hosted the State Board of Community Colleges on
March 17 and 18. The State Board was very impressed with Montgomery Community College.
The college has signed new articulation agreements with Gardner-Webb University. The college
will be now offering new curriculum programs, an Associate Degree in Nursing and Medical
Office Administration. Taxidermy will receive an upgrade in equipment and a revitalized
curriculum program of study. Phlebotomy, Nurse Aide and Taxidermy will be expanded to high
school students. The college is pursuing an early college with plans to enroll the first year of
students in the Fall of 2017. The Pinning Ceremony was held on May 10 with 22 students
graduating. Graduation will be held at 7 p.m. tonight. Graduation at Southern Correctional
Institute will be on May 13 at 1:15 p.m. The college will be receiving $6.3 million through the
Connect NC Bond for renovations or new construction projects. Funds from the bond will not be
available until later in the year.

Following a question from Mr. McRae, Dr. Bledsoe reported that the Early College is expected
to begin in the Fall of 2017 with 25-50 students per grade level. It is possible that the students in
the early college would still have access to participate in the clubs and sports at the respectice
high schools. The selection criteria has not been defined, but it will focus on the students’
interest level in STEM programs and predictors for success in the program.

Following a question from Mr. Leake, Dr. Bledsoe noted that there are no expected issues with
the HB2 Legislation and if any arise the college is prepared to handle them.
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There being no further business, Mr. Smith made a motion, seconded by Mrs. Abbott, to adjourn
the meeting. The motion carried.

Gift Acceptance Policy

The Montgomery Community College Foundation (hereafter referred to as Foundation) encourages,
appreciates, and welcomes gifts for its use to benefit Montgomery Community College (hereafter referred
to as College). The Foundation will endeavor in all instances to work with donors and their advisors to help
assure that the goals of each contributor are accomplished.

This policy is intended for use as a guideline to the Foundation in accepting gifts, to outside advisors who
assist in the gift planning process, and to prospective donors who wish to make gifts to the Foundation.

Gifts will be accepted from individuals, corporations and foundations in a manner that supports the purposes
and activities of the Foundation and the College. Specific gifts will be considered on their individual merits,
and final action will be taken by those authorized by the Foundation Board of Directors to do so when
appropriate.

General Policies

1. All contributions are the property of the Foundation. Any restrictions placed on donations will be
included in the standard bookkeeping for the Foundation.

2. All gifts to the Foundation will comply with IRS requirements.
3. Complicated gifts involving multiple donors, multiple transactions, operating businesses or unusual
assets or conditions will be generally avoided, as the time requirements often involve more expense

than the potential gain.

4. Any contributions or expenditures that would endanger the non-profit status of the Foundation will be
administratively refused.

5. All information concerning prospective donors shall be confidential. No information shall be released
to the general public without securing the prior permission of the donor.

6. Donors will be encouraged to secure the advice of independent legal and tax counsel in all matters
pertaining to gifts to the Foundation. The Foundation will not pay a donor’s fees for professional
services retained with respect to a major gift.

7. The Foundation shall seek the advice of legal counsel in matters relating to the acceptance of gifts when
appropriate.

8. Exceptions to this policy must be approved by the Foundation Board of Directors.

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Draft Date 3/7/16 MCCF Gift Acceptance Policy

Solicitation of Gifts

Any formal solicitation of gifts to the Foundation will be made only by authorized representatives, including
staff, directors of the Foundation, and volunteers under staff guidance. All employees, representatives or
friends of the Foundation or of the College are encouraged to refer any prospective donor to the Foundation.

Honors and Commemorative Recognition

Naming Opportunities — The naming of a place or structure at the college can assist the college in attaining
its goals while creating an acknowledgement of a person’s value to family, friends or the community. There
is a wide range of opportunity available for such recognition. The naming of a building or space will require
the approval of the College Board of Trustees in advance of the drafting of a Memorandum of
Understanding as per the Board of Trustee policy. Failure to complete the full financial commitment may
result in the naming agreement being voided.

Maintenance — In establishing the level of gift required by a major donor for a College building or space,
consideration should be given to the creation of a specific maintenance endowment for the purpose of
keeping the named gift in presentable condition.

Special Purpose Funds

The Foundation welcomes the establishment of special purpose endowment funds upon receipt of gifts or
commitments that meet the approved funding levels and criteria established for the various endowment

types.

Endowed Scholarships — An endowed scholarship is one in which the initial funds given to establish the
award are invested, and only the return from the principal may be distributed to fund the scholarship.
Endowed scholarships are awarded on an annual basis under operating guidelines established by the donor
and agreed to by the Foundation.

A minimum of $10,000 is required to establish an endowed scholarship. A donor may take up to ten years
to build a fund to the minimum $10,000 endowment level. In cases where the endowment minimum is not
reached within ten years, the Foundation will have the right to 1) extend this established deadline if it
appears that reaching the required level is eminent, or 2) treat the fund balance as a general scholarship and
award the funds under the guidelines established for the endowed fund until all funds have been expended.

Named Scholarships and Awards — General scholarships and awards may be accepted at any time during
the year. A set of operating guidelines will be established by the donor and agreed to by the Foundation.
Once all funds have been expended, the scholarship will cease to be awarded.

Outright Gifts

The following forms of giving will be considered “outright gifts” and will be handled in the following
prescribed ways:
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Cash — All checks should be made payable to Montgomery Community College Foundation and should
never be made payable to an employee or volunteer for credit to the Montgomery Community College
Foundation.

Publicly Traded Securities — Securities that are traded on the New York American Stock Exchanges, the
NASDAQ Market or other readily marketable securities shall be accepted by the Foundation. Securities
accepted by the Foundation will generally be sold as soon as practical unless it is decided by the appropriate
officers of the Foundation to hold securities as investments of the organization. No agreement shall be
made with a donor prior to or subsequent to that such securities will be held for any period of time.

Closely held Securities — Acceptance of non-publicly traded securities may be approved by the Foundation
Board upon recommendation of the Foundation’s Investment Committee.

Real Property — It is the policy of the Foundation to accept gifts of real property to the organization on a
case-by-case basis. Real property accepted by the Foundation will generally be sold as soon as possible
unless it is decided by the Executive Committee of the Foundation to hold the property as investments of
the organization. Gifts of real property shall be accepted only after prior approval of the Foundation Board
of Directors and the MCC Board of Trustees. In order to accept a gift of real property, the Foundation
Board of Directors will make a thorough review of the gift to ensure compliance with the criteria stated
below:

1. Market Value / Marketability — The donor must provide a current certified appraisal of the property and
the value of the interest in the property the Foundation will receive if the gift is approved.

2. Environmental Report — A Phase | environmental audit must be performed on all gifts of real property.
The Executive Committee may waive this requirement for certain residential or commercial properties
when the donor certifies that he or she is not aware of any hazardous substances on the donated property.

3. Encumbrances / Restrictions — All mortgages, deeds of trust, restrictions, reservations, easements,
mechanic liens and other limitations must be disclosed by the donor.

4. Carrying Costs — All carrying costs, including, but not limited to taxes, insurance, association dues,
membership fees and transfer charges must be disclosed by the donor.

5. Title Information — The donor must provide the Foundation with a title insurance policy.

6. Life Income — Real estate shall not be accepted to fund a life income gift without seeking an opinion as
to the permissibility of this action under federal tax laws and the laws of the state.

Questions the Foundation will consider regarding the acceptance of tangible personal property may include:

Does the property fulfill the mission of the Foundation and the College?

Is the property marketable?

Are there any restrictions on the use, display or sale of the property?

Are there any public relations issues related to the acceptance of the property?

Avre there carrying costs, such as insurance, lease space, maintenance to preserve the value or costs of
sale or appraisal that will create a negative cash flow for the Foundation or the College?
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Other Property — Other property, such as mortgages, notes, copyrights, or royalties easements, whether real
or personal, may be accepted after prior approval of the Foundation Board of Directors and the MCC Board
of Trustees. Debt-encumbered property will not be accepted unless extraordinary circumstances prevail
and the acceptance is approved by the Board of Directors. Special consideration shall be given to the nature
of any property, whether real or personal, as to whether it is in keeping with the mission of the Foundation
and the College prior to acceptance by the Foundation.

Property must be offered for sale to the public before sale to the Foundation Directors, College Trustees,
College employees, or their families.

PLANNED GIFTS Bequests

Gifts through wills shall be actively encouraged by the Foundation. Where persons indicate their intention
to bequeath property other than cash or equivalents to the Foundation, the provisions of the preceding
paragraphs of this policy statement shall be communicated to such persons where feasible and deemed
appropriate. Gifts-in-kind credit and recognition will be given only in cases where the actual value of the
gift (i.e., listed stocks and bonds) can be personal property or other satisfactory evidence of value. In the
absence of satisfactory evidence of value, the donor’s acknowledgement will state no specific dollar value.
Gifts from the estates of deceased donors shall be accepted subject to the terms of the policy.

Charitable Trusts and Lead Trusts

The Foundation encourages those interested in doing so to establish charitable remainder or lead trusts for
the benefit of the Foundation. Charitable remainder or lead trusts and other deferred gifts shall be
encouraged for the primary purpose of benefiting the Foundation. Such trusts shall not be marketed as tax
avoidance devices or as personal investment vehicles, as it is understood such activity may violate federal
and/or state securities regulations. Donors must also be willing to waive their right to change beneficiaries
in the trust document if their planned gift is meant to service a project or endow a scholarship.

The Foundation will not serve as trustee of charitable remainder or lead trusts of which it is also the
beneficiary. The Foundation may, if necessary, assist in the selection of an appropriate and independent
trustee. The fees for management of a charitable remainder or lead trust will only be paid by the Foundation
upon prior approval of the Board of Directors. The Foundation will make no representations as to
performance of trust assets or the manner in which charitable remainder lead trust assets will be managed
or invested by any corporate fiduciary that may be recommended by the Foundation, its employees or
directors.

Gifts of Life Insurance and Annuities
The Foundation will consider all gifts of life insurance and annuities to encourage donors to name the
Foundation as the exclusive beneficiary for life insurance policies or annuity. The Foundation will also

accept the naming of the Foundation as partial interest beneficiary of life insurance policies.

Payment of Fees Related to Gifts
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Finder’s Fees or Commissions — The Foundation will pay no fee to any person as consideration for directing
a gift to the Foundation. It is understood that such fees may or may not be legal and that in the case of
irrevocable deferred gifts, which involve management of assets, the payment of such fees may amount to a
violation of state and federal securities laws by the Foundation, its management and the Board of Directors.
In no event will a commission finder’s fee of any type be paid to any party in connection with the completion
of a gift to the Foundation.

The SECU Foundation awards 10 (ten) $750 scholarships to Continuing Education students annually. The
target groups for the program are unemployment insurance claimants, unemployed and underemployed
adults, military veterans, and members of the NC National Guard.

All applications are reviewed by our scholarship selection committee and funds may be used for registration
fees, books, certification fees, course supplies, and other educational expenditures.

In order to award scholarships prior the beginning of the course section, we will need to fund the
scholarships in other ways. We are asking to supplement money from the Occupational Scholarship fund
from the MCC Foundation ($10,000 awarded annually) to help students pay their registration costs up front.
This amount would then be replaced when requests for the scholarships are made twice a year (December
and May). For example, a student registers for HVAC and applies for and awarded the SECU Foundation
scholarship. We provide the money for the student to register from Occupational Extension funds ($182),
we then request the scholarship money based on the students’ completion of the program, the remainder of
the scholarship ($568) is given to the student and the $182 is placed back into the OE Funds.

The budget for MCC Foundation operations and events was approved for $41,172.76 at the April 2015 quarterly meeting
for the 2015/2016 fiscal year. The Occupational Scholarships for $10,000 and the College and Career Promise (CCP) Books
for $5,000 were approved again for the 2015/2016 fiscal year making the total budget $56,172.76. Total spent, including

Occupational Scholarships and CCP Books, was $49,957.07 leaving $9,215.69 of unspent budgeted funds. Please see the
following summary of our expenses and events.

Beach Party Dinner and Raffle

The annual Fall Fundraiser is the Foundation’s biggest fundraising
event. The Beach Party was entertained by The Sand Band and in the
Multi-Purpose Room on Campus. Mr. and Mrs. Russell Fuller were our
$5,000 grand prize raffle winner and they donated $2,500 back to the
Foundation. We came in over our expense budget at $9,504.34. Gross
revenue was $31,957.10, giving us a net profit of $22,452.76.

With 13 teams playing this year, our net profit came to $11,642.34. We
budgeted $5,500 for expenses and costs only came to $3,507.71 with total
revenue of $8,134.63. Lunch was again donated by Mid-South Food Service
and dinner was purchased from Sweet Tee Grill.

2015/2016 Student Ambassadors

The Foundation sponsored four Student Ambassadors with a $1,500 Scholarship each.
The Student Government Association contributes $800 to the scholarships and
provides each ambassador with a blazer. The 2015/2016 faces of MCC are Criminal
Justice student Thomas Cole, Medical Assisting student Kori Sarks, Pottery student
Deborah Tate, and Gunsmithing student Thomas Alt. They were ushers at the Awards
